Rules and Regulations, 

SOP 102.02 Oath of Office 
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1. Purpose

a. The purpose of this policy is to ensure that fire personnel are aware of the actions and attitudes expected of them.
2. Scope

a. This policy applies to all operational employees (trainee, recruits, firefighters, emergency medical technicians and fire officers), engaged in providing direct emergency service delivery.  
3. Code of Ethic

I fully realize and accept the responsibility that such employment requires, and shall faithfully perform the duties assigned to me.

I shall respond promptly and safely to the sound of the alarm of a foe.

I shall give strict obedience to the orders of the officer-in-charge.

I shall do my share of the work that is required in loading hose, cleaning equipment, and in all of the less spectacular tasks that are a part of firefighting.

I shall report to the firehouse immediately after a call in order to help put the equipment in shape for the next run.

I shall do my work at fires and drills in a safe, quick, orderly and quiet manner.

I shall refrain from using profane or immoderate language while working at fires or around the station.

I shall report to drills unless excused by a superior officer and shall practice earnestly and do all in my power to make our department an efficient firefighting organization.

I shall be loyal to my officers and to my fire company and shall conduct myself at all times in a manner that is in keeping with the responsibility of a fireman.

I SHALL REMEMBER THAT I AM IN THE EYES OF THE PUBLIC, on and off duty, and shall conduct myself so as to bring credit to the fire service as a whole and to the department.

If at anytime I feel that I cannot comply with the rules and regulations of this department, I shall voluntarily resign.
The above Code of Ethics was developed and accepted by volunteer firemen in 1901. It has been the accepted creed of the former Fort Apache Agency Fire Department and the White Mountain Apache Fire & Rescue Department since it’s beginning in 1988.
