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Communications 

SOP 600.02 Radio Numbers
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1. Purpose

a. The purpose of this policy is to establish guidelines for the assignment of radio identifiers to apparatus and personnel equipped with two-way radios.
2. Scope
a. This policy applies to the White Mountain Apache Fire & Rescue Department in the attempt to standardize the department for radio communication. 

3. Policy
a. The department identifies the apparatus and motorized vehicles by function, jurisdiction and station assignment.
b. Functions: Apparatus and motorized vehicles are identified with the first letter of its function.
i. A for Administrative vehicles
ii. C for Chief vehicles
iii. B for brush engines (Type 6)
iv. E for engines
v. T for tenders
vi. R for rescues
vii. S for support
viii. RA for ambulance
c. Jurisdictions: The Northeastern Arizona Fire Chiefs Association has agreed upon a plan to use a number identification to designate each department.
i. Personnel, apparatus and motorized vehicles belonging to the White Mountain Apache Fire & Rescue Department are identified by the 800 designation.
ii. Other departments within the association are designated by number
identifications from 100 to 2000's. Refer to list of other department.
d. Stations. The department identifies the station by using the station number as the second of three numbers (middle number) within the apparatus or motorized vehicles' radio identifiers.
i. Station 810 is Whiteriver Fire Station
ii. Station 820 is Cibecue Fire Station
iii. Station 830 is Hon Dah/McNary Fire Station
iv. Station 840 is Forest Dale (Future)
v. Station 850 is Cedar Creek (Future)
vi. Station 860 is Carrizo (Future)
e. Whiteriver's rescue primary rescue truck is identified as R 811. R identifies a rescue unit, 8 identifies our department, 1 identifies the Whiteriver Fire Station and 1 identifies the apparatus or motorized vehicle.
f. Fire Department Radio Identifiers
i. Refer to the list of department's apparatus and motorized vehicles.
g. Portable Radios
i. The department shall assign radio call numbers to each member and issue portable radios and/or pagers to active firefighters and dispatchers.
ii. Refer to the list of department's personnel and their radio call numbers.
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
