Minimum Company Standards

SOP 800.03 MCS – Minimum Equipment List (Engine)
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1. Purpose

a. Standardization of apparatus, equipment and supplies is critical to the successful deployment of resources for the control and mitigation of fire, rescue and medical incidents, as well as the safety of the crew. 

2. Scope

a. This policy applies to all pumper (non-tender) apparatus utilized for initial fire attack.

3. Policy

a. Our objective is to ensure that all fire apparatus are equipped and supplied the same in accordance with NFPA 1901 2003 Edition regardless of the service area.  This is to ensure tactical and strategic goals and objectives can be accomplished.

b. All fire apparatus shall meet the following minimum requirements for equipment inventory.

i. Hose

1. 1200’ of Supply Hose

a. Minimum 600’ of 5” LDH w/ 5” storz to 4 ½” female adapter to facilitate a hydrant connection
b. Minimum 600’ of 3” hose set up in reverse lay.

2. 200’ of 2 ½” or 3” hose pre-connected to rear 2 ½” discharge, equipped with 2 ½” smoothbore nozzle.
3. 20’ Hard/Flex suction hose

4. 25’ LDH Soft suction hose (i.e. pony section) w/ 5” storz to 4 ½” female adapter to facilitate a hydrant connection.
5. 25’ of 3” hose

6. 400’ total of 1 ¾” pre-connected hoselines.

a. Pre-connects to be color coded to facilitate identification.

7. 200’ spare feet of 1 ¾” hose.

8. 200’ of 1” forestry hose

9. 300’ of ¾” forestry hose
