4) Inspect hose and couplings prior to testing.
5) Gate down discharge to near closed while testing.

6) Helmets and gloves to be worn while testing.

7) Ensure water circulation thru pump while testing.

8) Bleed all air from hose before testing.

9) Maximum 300’ per test discharge.
10) During test, walk hose, assess couplings for slippage.
