Minimum Company Standard

Fire Attack with Drafting by Second Due Engine

PURPOSE

In many communities, hydrants are nearly non-existent however there may be sources of static water supplies.  Obviously an engine company cannot drop a supply hose and expect to draft from a static source.  A second pumper will be required to draft and supply the first arriving engine (FAE) with the needed flows in order for this to happen. 
This evolution is similar to Drafting for Fire Attack, however the second arriving engine performs a reverse lay to a static water sources and supplies the FAE with water.

OBJECTIVE

The FAE makes an interior attack on a simulated structure fire.  Two 200’ pre-connected hand lines are pulled (attack and back-up) and flowing a minimum of 125 GPM or .1% foam from tank water.  The second arriving engine (SAE) performs a reverse lay a minimum of 300’ to a fold-a-tank (simulated pond or lake) and drafts from it to supply the FAE with water to maintain the required flows.  There are two people on the SAE.  This evolution shall be completed within 6 minutes.
ASSIGNMENT OVERVIEW

Captain: On-scene report, command (mobile or fixed), 360 & utilities (if applicable), orders SAE to draft and provide water, supervise fire attack and safety.

Engineer: Spots apparatus, supplies attack lines, receives water, and IRIC.

Firefighter 2: Gathers tools, pulls pre-connect hand-lines and fire attack.

Firefighter 1: Gathers tools, pulls back-up lines and IRIC  
SAE: Reverse lay, drafts from static sources and pumps supply hose. 

PROCEDURES

1. Stage the engine companies away from the simulated fire area. When personnel are ready, give the signal for the engine to proceed to the fire area.

2. Start recording time when the FAE comes to a complete stop at the fire scene or when the firefighter exits the cab.  
3. FAE shall order the SAE to perform a reverse lay off of the FAE and provide them with water through a draft.  Upon notification, provide a 30 second delay.
4. Time stops when the FAE is supplying the hand-lines with water from draft.

5. Ensure department policy is adhered to in backing and PPE usage procedures.
