Minimum Company Standards

Fire Attack with Exposure Protection (Two Attack Lines)

PURPOSE

This MCS is a modification from the previous MCS of Forward Lay with Two Pre-Connect Hand lines, which was abandoned as back-up/IRIC lines are always pulled on fire incidents.

On a fire incident, crews may be confronted with an exposure fire that has extended into a structure.  Such an incident may include a vehicle fire in a drive way, or debris fire adjacent to a home, which has extended into a home.  

These scenarios pose two different incidents that need to be controlled simultaneously to protect life and save property.

A forward lay will provide an uninterrupted water supply for fire suppression efforts on two incidents.  Pulling and charging two hand lines promotes simultaneous fire attack efforts.  It is critical, and a major safety issue, that exterior crews never direct exterior hose streams into a structure where personnel are operating on the interior.
OBJECTIVE

An Engine Company performs a 300’ forward lay from a hydrant and the crew deploys two 200’ hand lines (one for fire attack and one for exposure protection) within 4 minutes 30 seconds. Time stops when both hand lines are flowing a minimum of 125 GPM or .1% foam solution and is being supplied by an uninterrupted water supply, and the nozzleman on the exposure line is breathing from the SCBA.
ASSIGNMENT OVERVIEW

Captain: On scene report, command (mobile or fixed), 360, orders “Fire Attack with Exposure Protection”, forcible entry & utilities (if applicable), supervises fire attack and safety.

Engineer: Spots apparatus, attains water supply, pulls back-up line, pumps hose lines at required pressure, and IRIC.

Firefighter 1: Catches the plug, pulls back-up line and fire attack on exposure and IRIC.

Firefighter 2: Gathers tools, pulls pre-connect hand-line, forcible entry (if applicable) and fire attack.

PROCEDURES

1. Stage the engine company away from the simulated fire area. When personnel are ready, give the signal for the engine to proceed to the fire area.
2. Start recording time when the engine comes to a complete stop to begin the forward lay process, or when the firefighter exist the cab.
3. Time stops when both attack lines are flowing water and hydrant is supplying water to the engine. Note: Firefighter on exposure line shall be breathing from the SCBA.
4. Ensure department policy is adhered to in seatbelt and PPE usage.
