Minimum Company Standards

Fire Attack with PPV
PURPOSE

Fire Attack with Positive Pressure Ventilation is (or should be) our Bread and Butter operation.  They are statistically the most frequent call types and as such we must be proficient in the deployment of our resources to save lives and property.

Smaller commercial facilities can benefit from this skill evolution in that many of the tactics employed at residential fire can be applied.
OBJECTIVE

Attain an uninterrupted water supply by performing a minimum of a 300’ forward lay, advance 200’ of attack and IRIC lines,  perform positive pressure ventilation and deliver a minimum of 150 GPM or .1% foam solution within 4 minutes. Time stops when the hand line is being properly supplied by an uninterrupted water supply, PPV is being initiated with a exhaust port, and all firefighters are ready to make entry.

ASSIGNMENT OVERVIEW

Captain: On scene report, command (mobile or fixed), orders “Fire Attack with PPV”, placed PPV fan, 360 & ensures exhaust port, utilities (if applicable), fire attack and safety.

Engineer: Spots apparatus, attains water supply, pumps hose lines, and IRIC.

Firefighter 1: Catches the plug, gathers tools, pulls IRIC line, and IRIC.

Firefighter 2: Gathers tools, pulls pre-connect, forcible entry, and fire attack.


PROCEDURES

1. Stage the engine company away from the simulated fire area. When personnel are ready, give the signal for the engine to proceed to the fire area.
2. Start recording time when the engine comes to a complete stop to begin the forward lay process, or when the firefighter exist the cab.
3. Time stops when the attack line is flowing water, hydrant is supplying water to the engine, PPV to the building and IRIC line is pulled.
4. Ensure department policy is adhered to in seatbelt and PPE usage.
