Minimum Company Standards

Forward Lay with Flow from Deck Gun

PURPOSE

A forward lay provides an uninterrupted water supply for fire suppression efforts.  A deck gun can be used both offensively and defensively.

In the offensive mode, the deck gun can be deployed to gain immediate control of an advancing fire (aka Blitz Attack) so as to “darken it down” or “slow down its progression” so that hand lines can be advanced into the structure.

In the defensive mode, the deck gun offers larger flows to meet the GPM vs. BTU requirements, as well as to protect internal and external exposures.  With deck gun flows in the defensive mode, it is presumed that no hand lines will be stretched for entry into the building.  All interior contents, including life, have been written off.

It is imperative for obvious reasons that an uninterrupted water supply be acquired.  At flows of excessive of 500 GPM, it will take less then 2 minutes to completely drain the water tank on the engine.
OBJECTIVE

An engine company performs a 300’ forward lay from a hydrant and flows 500 GPM from the deck gun without interruption of the fire stream during the tank to hydrant transition.

ASSIGNMENT OVERVIEW

Captain: On scene report, command (mobile or fixed), orders “Forward Lay with Deck Gun”, applies master stream and safety.

Engineer: Spots apparatus, attains water supply, pumps deck gun at required pressure, and prepares for further assignment.

Firefighter 1: Catches the plug and prepares for further assignment.

Firefighter 2: Connects supply hose to intake and prepares for further assignment.


PROCEDURES

1. Stage the engine company away from the simulated fire area. When personnel are ready, give the signal for the engine to proceed to the fire area.
2. Start recording time when the engine comes to a complete stop to begin the forward lay process, or when the firefighter exist the cab.
3. Time stops when the deck gun is delivering the required GPM and hydrant is supplying water to the engine.
4. Ensure department policy is adhered to in seatbelt and PPE usage.

5. Ensure tank supply is not depleted and transition from tank to hydrant does not interfere with the fire stream.
