Minimum Company Standards

Horizontal Standpipe (Trunked Line)

PURPOSE

A horizontal stand-pipe or trunked line is used when pre-connected hose lines will not reach the fire area.  Such locations may include; large square footage buildings (i.e. schools, hospitals, etc.), large garden style apartment complexes, and buildings with large court yards or barriers that make it impractical for the engine to get any closer to the fire building to reduce hose lengths.

More importantly, a horizontal stand-pipe or trunked line:

1) reduces PDP caused by excessive hose lengths of one size (i.e. 500’ of 1 ¾” hose),

2) allows an additional hand line to be added for back-up, and

3) can be easily converted to a master stream or larger hand line.

OBJECTIVE

200’ of 2 ½” or 3” hose with a gated wye is extended to a point identified by the captain.  The 1 ¾” pre-connect hose line is pulled off the apparatus, disconnected from the engine and further advanced to the wye’s location on the 2 ½” or 3” hose.   The 1 ¾” hose is then connected to the 2 ½” and further advanced to the fire area to flow a minimum of 150 GPM.

In this evolution, a water supply is not obtained by a forward lay.  In any large occupancy, such as a hospital, school or commercial center, hydrants are almost always abundant on site.  It will be the Engineer’s responsible to secure his/her own water supply which should be no greater then 100’ away (not included in the time).
ASSIGNMENT OVERVIEW

Captain: On scene report, command (mobile or fixed), orders “Horizontal Stand-pipe”, 360 & utilities (if applicable), and supervises fire attack and safety.

Engineer: Spots apparatus, disconnect lines, pumps hose lines, and IRIC.  Engineer will then need to establish his/her own water supply.
Firefighter 1: Gather tools and adapters, extends 2 ½” or 3” hose line, connect 1 ¾” hose and IRIC.

Firefighter 2: Gathers tools, pulls pre-connect hand-line, forcible entry, and fire attack.
Note: If Firefighter 1 catches the plug, Captain assumes all of Firefighter 1’s task.

PROCEDURES

1. Stage the engine company away from the simulated fire area. When personnel are ready, give the signal for the engine to proceed to the fire area.
2. Start recording time when the engine comes to a complete stop to begin the evolution, or when the firefighters exist the cab.
3. Time stops when the attack line is flowing water and entry is being made.
4. Ensure department policy is adhered to in seatbelt and PPE usage.
