Minimum Company Standards

Fire Service Ladders

PURPOSE

There are many reasons to utilize ladders; to gain access to windows for rescue, ventilation or fire attack, or to ladder a roof for vertical ventilation.

Nonetheless, fire service ladders are essential in the performance of many fire ground and rescue functions and it is crucial that firefighters be knowledgeable of the characteristics and proper use and deployment of ground ladders.

OBJECTIVE

Starting 100’ from a designated two or more story structure, the firefighter and designated person shall pick up, carry and raise a 24’ extension ladder to second story window or its equivalent within 2 minutes.  The designated person is a silent partner and will follow the orders of the firefighter giving the commands. Firefighters shall be in full PPE, including SCBA, with ladder rack in normal traveling position.
PROCEDURES

1. Stage the engine with the ladders away from laddering area. 
2. Provide a scenario to the team for ladder application.
3. Start recording time when the crew removes the ladder locks on the truck.

4. Time stops when the ladder is properly set, including climbing angle and halyard, for the evolution.
5. Ensure department policy is adhered to in PPE usage.
6. Ensure ladder team clears for overhead obstructions, including power lines.
