Minimum Company Standards

MVC w/ Extrication


PURPOSE

Motor vehicle crashes account for over 40% of our annual call volume.  Although statistically extrication accounts for only a fraction of that amount, when they do occur, many things need to take place and hazards controlled.

To protect both responders and patient at extrication scenes, we must be proficient in the deployment of resources to control hazards and begin the extrication process of trapped victims.
OBJECTIVES

Arrive on the scene of a simulated motor vehicle crash, spot apparatus to ensure safety of members working, advance minimum of 150’ of pre-connected hose with 1% foam, stabilize upright vehicle, set up hydraulic tools and other necessary equipment, and begin extrication procedures within 4 minutes.

ASSIGNMENT OVERVIEW

Captain: On scene report, command (mobile or fixed), orders “MVC w/ Extrication”, 360, identifies extrication priority, supervises operation and safety.

Engineer: Spots apparatus, pulls and pumps hose line, and stand-bys for further assignment.

Firefighter 1: Sets up extrication tools and begins extrication process.

Firefighter 2: Stabilizes vehicle, secures power and assist with extrication process.
PROCEDURES

1. Apparatus shall be positioned to facilitate crew safety, scene protection and advancement of hose line along simulated highway.

2. Vehicle shall be upright for this evolution.  Stabilization involves choking the vehicle (4 points of contact) to prevent movement, and simulating the release of air from the tires.  A personal vehicle can be utilized.

3. Stage the engine company away from the simulated crash area. When personnel are ready, give the signal for the engine to proceed with the evolution.
4. Start recording time when the engine comes to a complete stop with air brakes applied, or when the firefighter exist the cab.
5. Time stops when the vehicle is stabilized, extrication tools (cutters and spreaders) are operational, tools are staged, and 1 ¾” protection line is in place. 

6. Ensure department policy is adhered to in seatbelt, PPE usage and lifting and moving heavy objects.
